•	 Because you give, we were able to hire over 25 young adults who were called to share their faith as 
our summer staff.  

•	 Because you give, we were able to grow our programs like “Generations Connecting at Camp” and 
make needed site repairs, purchase needed equipment, and make helpful site improvements.
