HEALTH FORM

If you registered online using our innovative and safe process, you have already filled out your camper’s health form and do not
need to do anything else. If you prefer to register using a paper form, please download a health form from our website and bring it
with you during camper check-in. If your camper takes medication regularly through the school year, please continue that
schedule through his/her time at camp. All medications will be kept in the Medic Station or with our medic. Please supply all
medications in their prescription bottle or original container during check-in.

REMAINING BALANCE

Registering online allows you to pay your camper’s deposit and remaining balance at any time with your Visa or MasterCard. To
keep your registration as simple as possible, we ask you to please pay your remaining balance one month prior to coming to
camp. Please follow this same time frame if you registered via paper registration.

CHECK IN/Advanced Wrangler Gamp Specifics

Check-in is on the first day of your camp session from 4:00 PM - 5:00 PM down at the horse arena as you come into camp*. Our
Wrangler will meet you there and get things situated to travel to the ranch. They will be spending their week at our Professional
Wrangler’s ranch for the week, along with our counselors. The staff will be available to take medications and follow up on any
camper health concerns listed on your health form. To respect our staff’s time, please do not arrive before 4:00 PM on check-in

day.

CANTEEN

snack item per day. The cost for daily snacks and beverages is included in the registration cost, as well as a 2025 camp t-shirt!
